· Objective or Purpose: Impactful and accessible documentary screening of ‘The Last Shark’. This collaboration aims to raise awareness about ocean conservation efforts and ignite a meaningful discussion on local and international conservation efforts!

The Last Shark is a non-profit focused on highlighting ecological importance of the South African coastline and rebuilding endangered shark populations. The Last Shark team worked hard on producing a documentary to change public perception of the apex predator, to shed light on rapidly declining population and advocate for policy changes.

2. Outline how your project pertains to the environment and/or contributes to sustainability at UBC (approximately 200 words).
In this collaboration between the Environmental Science Student Association and the Science Undergraduate Society, we are pleased to present a screening of ‘The Last Shark’ documentary. The Last Shark team has worked hard on producing a documentary to change public perception of the apex predator, to shed light on rapidly declining population and to advocate for policy changes. They push for the replacement of shark culling nets and to use alternative technologies that will safeguard both sharks and humans. 
A member of their team, Jenna Hardy, has reached out to ESSA to host a screening of this documentary in Vancouver. They have just recently done screenings in Kamloops and will also be doing screenings in Halifax and Vancouver Island. 
These screenings are free with the option of providing a small donation at the door. This is an amazing opportunity to provide the UBC community with an accessible viewing of an impactful documentary and spread awareness for ocean conservation. At the end of the documentary, we will be facilitating a unique Q&A session as well as feature a video message from Ms. Hardy who is directly involved with the organization. This project aims to inspire a conversation and spark action for issues that impact us both locally and internationally.

We are requesting funding in order cover the food and beverages costs. Any amount of funding that can be spared for this event is appreciated and all efforts will be used to keep the cost low and use funding meaningfully.

Completed forms can be emailed to sec.ubc@gmail.com (preferred) or dropped off at our office, Room 2106 of in the AMS Student Nest. You are also welcome (but not required) to attend our weekly meetings to present your project idea to our group. However, we would appreciate an email informing us of this intent at least 48 hours in advance. The executive team and other active members of SEC would be happy to help you formulate your project as well as assist with its development and applications for funding.

If your funding application is approved, SEC will reimburse you for the specified purchases and expenses. You must provide our Treasurer with receipts and/or proof-of-purchases. Reimbursement usually takes about 5 business days and can be picked up from the AMS offices on the 3rd floor of the AMS Student Nest. Please bring a valid ID when you go to collect the reimbursement. In the event that a student is unable to make the necessary purchase(s) to start their project, arrangements for advance funding can be made. 
A Note About The SEC Fund:
SEC Funding can be used to fund a wide variety of projects. Any projects related to the environment or sustainability, and involving members of the UBC student body, will be considered. However, funding requests for projects undertaken as part of coursework at UBC, or individual volunteer projects, must illustrate a connection to the wider student body, and we are unable to fund honorariums.
